  Eligibility: Papers eligible for the Distinguished Paper Award are selected from the pool of 

complete papers uploaded to the MWERA conference website by the last day of the 

conference. 

 Selection: One overall Distinguished Paper is chosen to represent MWERA at the AERA annual 

meeting and is supported by a $150 stipend for registration costs. The chosen paper does not 

have to go through the AERA review process. 
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  Publication: The selected paper will also be eligible for publication in MWER (Mid-Western 

Educational Researcher). 

Submission Details: 

 
  Deadline: Presenters at the annual MWERA conference must upload a final and complete paper 

to the association’s submission web portal by the last day of the MWERA conference. 

  Presentation Requirement: The author or lead author must be able to present the paper at the 

AERA conference to be eligible for this award. 

  Notification: The Distinguished Paper awardee will be notified by mid-January, following the 

fall conference, of the decision.
